Updated May 4, 2009
Purpose:  The ACLS Professional Development requirement is intended to broaden and/or deepen the expertise of liturgical design consultant members through ongoing educational activities.  
Requirement:  Completion of 18 Professional Development Units (PDUs) 
every 24 months in a minimum of 3 categories.   The current 24 month cycle ends in January 2010.
Categories: Educational activities may fall into one of seven categories that relate to the primary areas in which liturgical design consultant members work:
1. Process/workshop Development

2. Liturgy

3. Architecture

4. Art

5. History

6. Fabrication Detailing / Delivery

7. Professional Service
